Allow to dry for 30 minutes and sand with 220 grit
stearated paper or higher. Be careful not to sand too deeply near
edges and raised areas to avoid cut-throughs. Remove all sanding
dusts by air pressure or wiping with a tack cloth before applying
topcoat. Apply topcoats allowing each coat to dry approximately 30
minutes between applications. Dry time may vary due to
temperature, humidity, and air movement. The final dried film build
for the system should not exceed 4 mils.
